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You know as I walk this earth and collected a treasure chest of knowledge, I was amazed at how 

steep my learning curve was when I became a Mother. 

My negotiating skills improved substantially because I need to learn the language of my 

“opponent.”  And structuring the rules of engagement had to be carefully done so that all 

parties were in full understanding of the conditions (LOL).  But of course everything changes 

when you go into implementation and leading the troops was always like herding cats.  OMG!!! 

So… The real school of leadership came about when I entered the realm of Motherhood. 

“After I became a Mother, I realized how much I had become so much like her… in spite of 

myself.”
